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Abstract

This presentation is on the level of targeting in nutrition policies directed to children in Argentina. The study is based on information from two Living Standards Measurement Surveys (1997 and 2001). In Argentina the government runs a wide range of nutrition programs. The surveys capture those that transfer milk for babies in public health facilities, food in some public kindergartens, and meals in local feeding centers (comedores). There are significant differences in targeting across these programs. The share of total benefits accrued to the poorest 20% of the population ranges from 77.3% for meals in local feeding centers to 41.7% in public kindergartens. Feeding local centers are usually located in poor neighborhoods.
